	I.  Call to Order & Minutes

	II.  Old Business 
	A. Master Course Syllabi Committee

Mary Barnes, Dwight Bohlmeyer, and Jennifer Garcia reported on their committee work to streamline the Master Course Syllabus proposal process.  Mary Barnes will follow up with committee on documents, and Jennifer Garcia will follow up with Michael Welch as to the availability of Concourse or MyBlinn system to accommodate electronic processes in submission of Master Course Syllabi.  A report by this committee will be presented at the February meeting.
B. AP/CLEP scores
The issue of how old an AP/CLEP scores can be before being accepted was first brought up at the November Curriculum Council meeting.  Leslie McGinnis said that recently a student wanted to claim a 25 year old score in a math class.  She said that after 25 years, the student would probably not remember the materials. TAMU did not realize there was not a policy in place.  Suggestion by Dwight Bohlmeyer was to offer a review course for students in this situation.  Mary Barnes-Tilley said that if they had a college degree then we should accept it.  Mary suggested putting an “as permitted” policy wording.  Leslie McGinnis asked for volunteers to look for needed change in working on parameters.  Leslie McGinnis and Catherine will bring a proposal to the February meeting.
	

	III. New Business
	A. Deletion of MRMT 1307, MRMT 2333 (Medical Transcription).  For a few years, there has been no enrollment or low enrollment in these courses. Advisory board recommended deletion of these courses as they are not used that much in workforce.
B. POFT 1327, POFM 2386 recommended to delete as they were replaced with more current Health Information Technology courses for transferability.  

C. LGLA 1305 course prerequisite change presented by Robert Stanberry.  LGLA 1307 teaches a general knowledge of basic law that will assist the students to know more about what they are writing in the LGLA 1305 course.
D. Robert Nelson presented new courses in Computer Information Technology:  ITSC 1416, ITSC 2425 and ITSC 2350. The curriculum used currently teaches Linux in the classes and not UNIX.  This change will update course descriptions and curriculum to what it should be.  Old courses will be left active to allow students currently enrolled in those courses to graduate. Proposal for new courses to start in the fall of 2014.

E. Anthropology course changes proposed:  ANTH 2301, 2302, 2306 and 2351. These were changes made by ACGM to the student learning outcomes and course descriptions.  Changes were effective in November as the ACGM team for these courses finished early.  Master Course Syllabi for these courses need to be updated.
